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Oberlin Museum Hosts Concert Highlighting 

New Frontiers Exhibition

Oberlin, OH – The Allen Memorial Art Museum (AMAM) is pleased to announce a public concert performed by Oberlin College conservatory students, to be held on Saturday, October 28, 2006 starting at 2:00 pm. The concert, titled [Post]Modern Movements, is held in conjunction with the exhibition New Frontiers: American Art since 1945, on display at the AMAM through December 23, 2006. 

The AMAM staff has worked with Randolph Coleman, Professor of Composition and Music Theory, to organize a concert consisting of six pieces by composers such as John Cage, Morton Feldman and Earle Brown, who were contemporaries of many of the artists in the New Frontiers exhibition. In all, six works will be performed that highlight the developments in modern composition, which roughly paralleled the developments in modern painting. 

Prior to the concert, there will be introductory remarks by Andria Derstine, Curator of Western Art at the AMAM, curator of New Frontiers, as well as by Profossor Coleman, who will give a brief introduction to the music.

The performance is free and open to the public, and will take place in the AMAM’s King Sculpture Court. 

The Allen Memorial Art Museum is open to the public. Admission is free.
