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AMAM Tuesday Tea focuses on Medieval manuscripts
Oberlin, OH – The Allen Memorial Art Museum will host a Tuesday Tea talk on February 13, starting at 2:30 pm. Erik Inglis, Associate Professor of Art, will discuss Medieval manuscripts  featured in Illuminated Manuscripts from the Thirteenth through Sixteenth Centuries on view from February 6 – June 2, 2007 in the Ripin Print Gallery. The exhibition was organized by Inglis and complements his course “Medieval and Renaissance Manuscripts in Oberlin Collections.”  The exhibition is a selection of Medieval and Renaissance manuscripts from the AMAM’s collection including fine examples of French, English, German and Italian leaves from  Bibles, private devotional material, and liturgical manuscripts.

Dr. Inglis will discuss some of the most significant works.  These include leaves from a 13th-century pocket Bible, a stunning missal from Gothic France, private prayer books and a choir book commissioned by Cardinal Bessarion, one of the most eminent humanists in 15th-century Europe.

He will also discuss the AMAM's most recent acquisition in the field, a full-page depiction of the crucifixion from a 15th-century missal used at a hospital in Biberach, Germany. This acquisition was suggested by the students in Dr. Inglis’ fall class on illuminated manuscripts.
