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| NTRODUCTI ON

This handbook is intended to hdp give ingght into the many possibilities tha are
available to you as a doubk-degree student. Perhgps more importantly, we also hope
tha this handbookwill hdp you avoid the pitfalls and problems tha can arise as part of
the Double-Degree program. We urge you to read this handbookcarefully and to refer to
it when you have questions You may also refer to the Double Degree website at
www.obelin.edu/dsudiesdd/default.html.

DEFI NI TI ON OF TERMS

A& SN refers to the Arts & Sciences division of Oberlin Calege. Also referred to as the
Coallege. Studertsin the callege are working towardthe B.A. (Bactelor of Arts) degee

Applied StudyN (also referred to as Private Study, Private Lessons, Principal Study)
these arethe 4 - 6 credt hour lessons that Conservatory and double-degree studerts take on
their principal instrumert or voice. Voice performarce majors in the first and secand yeas
and Music Education majors (who are not double majors in performarce) take Principal
Study for 3 credts.

CommitteesN Conservatory and double-degree studerts in performarce areas must pass a
First, Secand and sometiimesThird Committeeat the end of eachyearof private study. Thes
committeesare dedgned to measure progress on your principal instrumert or major area
Each major has specffic requiremerts for pasing committees If a student doesnot pass the
Saphomore Committee,he/she may not be allowedto continue in that major.

ConN the affecionate nickname for the Conservatory of Music. Studernts are working
toward the B.Mus. (Bachelor of Music) degree,the Pefformance Diploma, Artist Diploma, or
MagerOslegeein Historical Paformarce or Opera Theagr.

DDN Double-Degree (not to be confused with Double Major - see below). Studerts are
working toward the B.Mus. and B.A. degees

Double MajorN A studert who is a double major will receive a single degree with two
majors (e g. piano performarce and music theary, or chemistry and English).

Double-Degee CommitteeN This committee was creaed to oversee the Double-Degree
programard its studerts. It is charged with helping studerts achieve and cope with issuesin
both the Cdlege ard Conservatory. The Co-Chairs of the committee are Ellen Sayles
Associate Dean of Studies in the College and Marci Alegart, Associate Dean in the
Conservatory. The Committee is comprised of facuty from both the Codlege and
Conservatory aswell asdouble-degeestuderts.

Music Major N astudert in the College of Arts and Scienceswho is majoring in music. Also
referedto asthe Callege Music Major or Musical StudiesMajor.

Non-course RequirementsN These arethe requirements (recitals, proficiencies committees
etc.) for which Conservatory and double-degree students do not regster but must complete in
order to graduate. These requiremerts are listed below the course requiremerts in the grid
section of the Course Catalog.

RegstrarN Locaked in Carrege Hall, the Regstrar takes care of coordinating course
regstration.

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SOVE COMVON CONCERNS/ QUESTI ONS

One of the domnant themes of this handbook and indeed, in the Double-Degree
program, is the chdlenge of combining the demands and requirements of a liberal arts
program with those of a pre-professond musc degree. By itsvery ndure, thelibaal arts
value breadth as well as depth, and therefore, students are encouraged to explore widdy.
On the other hand, the mudc student is traditiondly urged to commit, commit, commit,
and practice, practice, practice. Time that is spent doing other things is sometimes
consdeed to be at the expense of your mugc. Mog students coming into the Double-
Degree program have experienced some of thistengon already. In fact, thereason some
students choo® to pursue the Double-Degree is precisely because they enjoy the
chdlenges inhgent in both degree programs. Double-degree students, teachers and
advisors should be aware of this tengon as they find thar way throughthe chdlenges of
the Double-Degree program. Listed bdow are some of the questions and/or concerns
students might hear as they work their way through thefive-year program.

Why doubk degree?

Thisisthe mog cruda question of all, and the answers to it are persond and individud.
One of the greatest advantages is tha the program keeps the widest variety of options
open to the student once she graduaes. For the many students who have not necessarily
decided on a specific pog-college plan, or for thoe who prefer not to limit thar
bachdor@ education, the acquisition of two different degrees can prove to be a very
rewarding experience.

Will there be pressure to drop either degree?

Maybe It would notbeunusud for either conservatory or college advisors, at onetime or
another, to discuss the possibility of droppng onedegree. Any double-degree student will
feel spread thin at some point, and badandang academic classes with practice time and
rehearsalsis a chdlenging, but certainly possible, task.

Isit possible to finish in less thanfive years?

It is difficult to finish the Double-Degree program in less than five years, but every year
there are some who will complete both degrees in four and a hdf years or sometimes
even four. If a student chooss to spread the program over five years, even with no
incoming AP or trander credits, it is likely that both degrees can be finished with ample
time to take additiond classes of interest to the student, but not required for either mgjor.
Althoughputing togehe a five-year plan may seem daunting, it is often the case tha
withoutthe pressure of an early graduaion (less than five years), the requirements will fit
into five yearseasily.
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Does being a Double-Degree student mean that you are not going to be a professional
mudcian?

Themod direct answer to this question is tha our graduaes go on to careers tha runthe
gamut from professond musgciansto busness professonds. The advantageis tha they
are well prepared for whatever profession they chooe.

Do Double-Degree students hawe less of a commitment to mudc than Congervatory
students?

Of course not. If you think aboutthe amountof time per semester tha can be devoted to
practice, double-degree students may have less than ther Congervatory counerpats. On
the othe hand, ove the five-year peiod, doulde-degree students mus meet the same
gradudion requirements tha Conservatory students do, so in tha sense, the only red
differenceisin how quickly thedegree is obtained.

People differ, and not al will come up with the same
condusons except for one Double-degree students are different from ether
Consrvatory or College students, and thos differences must be taken into accountin
order for you to maximize your success here.
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DEGREE REQUI REMENTS

The requirements for the double-degree are stated in the Course Catalog section titled,
Orhe Double-Degree Program.O Double-degree students should carefully read the entire
Double-Degree section in the Course Catalog. All referencesto the Course Catalog refer
to themod current Catalog. Each requirement isexplained in more detail bdow.

152 minimum total hoursN Each doubk-degree student mug have a minimum of
152 combined Conservatory and Arts and Sciences hours in order to graduae. On
occasion a student will exceed the minimum dueto the combination of mgjors.

62 Artsand Sciences hoursN Thebest methodto insure tha you reach 62 hoursisto
plot an approximate schedule of college courses for your degree in your first
semester. Y ou should be aware tha several college majors actudly require more than
62 hours when distribution requirements are added.

76 Conservatory hoursN The minimum number of Conservatory hours required for
theB.Musdc is 76 whether or not you are pursuing the single B.Musc or the Double-
Degree. Several Consrvatory majors have 56 required Conservatory hours and 20
elective Conservatory hours; others have nearly 76 Congervatory hours required for
themajor. Thos Conervatory maors with a high nunber of required Conervatory
hours are more difficult to do in the Double-Degree program because of the
inflexibility of scheduling courses. Do not despair! With early planning even the
toughcombinaionsare possible.

5 semesters in residenceN Students must be enrolled at Oberlin or in Oberlin
College programs for aminimum of five semesters.

3 Winter TermsN This requirement is the same for both double-degree and single
degree students.

Completion of a major in each degree programN Double-degree students must
fulfill al the requirements for thar declared magjors in both divisons In calculating
completion of gradudion requirements the Registrar uses thefollowing rules from the
Course Catalog:

Consrvatory students (induding doubk-degree students) mug complete the
requirements for thar Conservatory maor which were in effect upon entering
Obelin. Should the requirements for a mgjor changewhile a student is enrolled, the
student may elect to follow the requirements in effect when entering Oberlin or those
in effect in any subequent year. However, the student mug elect to follow the
complete set of requirementsin effect in oneof those years.

Double-Degree students mug declare thar Arts and Sciences maor before the end of
the fifth semester. The requirements tha apply are those published in the Course
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Catalogin effect in the student's fifth semester. These requirements may bedtered as
necessary in individud cases by the departments or programs.

30Artsand Sciences hours by the end of the fifth semester N This rule is described
in item one unde the heading "Recommended Course Distribution™ in the Course
Catalog. The 30-hour rule is designed to ensure appropriate progress toward both
degrees. Students (and thar advisors) should make every effort to see tha 12 A&S
hours are completed by the end of the first year, 25 A&S hours by the end of the
secondyear, and 30 A& S hous at theend of ther fifth semester. Thisrule may mean
tha double-degree students will have to postpone some classes consdered "typical”
or "core" first-year musc courses untl later in thar curriculum. It is important to
keep in mind tha doubk-degree students have FIVE years to complete thar degree
programs so there is some flexibility in scheduling. Double-degree students who
enter with Advanced Placement (AP) credit are at a great advantage in scheduling
flexibility.

9-9-9 distribution requirementsin Arts and SciencesN Double-degree students are
required to complete at least nine credit hoursin coursesin each of thethree divisions
of the College (The three divisons are Arts and Humanities, Natural Sciences and
Mathematics, and Sodal and Behavioral Sciences.) These credits must be from at
least two departments or programs within each divison. Double-degree students may
countMusdc History courses above MHST 101, uppe-divison Musc Theory courses
(refer to list in the Course Catalog) and Historical Performance courses toward the
Arts and Humanities portion of this requirement. However, these Consrvatory
courses do not counttoward the 62-hour A& S requirement. Double-degree students
are not required to do the 84-hour rule that other college students mug complete (for
an explandion of the 84-hour rule see the section titled "Ingitutiond Requirements’
in the Course Catalog). Warning: If you drop the Bachdor of Musc pottion of the
Double-Degree a any point in your Oberlin career, you will be required to comply
with the 84-hou rule.

9-hour cultural diversity requirementN Nine credit hours of courses labded
Qeultural diversityOfrom at least two departments or programs will berequired. This
work will countsmultaneoudy toward other distribution requirements.

Writing ProficiencyN The guiddines for completing the Writing Proficiency
requirement are outined in the Course Catalog sections titled (Rhetoric and
Compostion.O

Quantitative Profici\encyN The guiddines for completing the Quantitative
Proficiency are in the GQuantitative ProficiencyOsection of the Course Catalog.

Minimum Grade Point AverageN In order to graduae a student mus have a GPA
of at least 1.67. P and NP grades do not enter in the GPA calculation.
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ADVI SI NG QUESTI ONS

Actual doubk-degree students subnitted these questions The students hopeto hdp you
awoid some common pitfalls.

Q: HOW MANY HOURSSHOULD | TAKEMY FIRST SEMESTER?

A: Since 152hours are needed in order to gradude, double-degree students mug average
152 hours per semester without AP or trander credit. The maximum number of hours a
doublke-degree student may take is 17; 18 hours may be taken with specia permission
from the Assodate Dean of the Conservatory for an additiond charge of $100000 per
credit hourover 17. First-year students should probably try 15or 16 hoursin order notto
feel completely overwhdmed.

Note: Double-degree students whose schedule reaches 17 hours withoutregistering for a
large ensemble may register for alarge ensemble for 0 hours. Thiswill countto fulfill a
semester of the ensemble requirement for mog majors but will not counttoward the 152
hourrequirement for gradudion.

Q: WHICH CONSERVATORY CLASSESSHOULD I/ MAY | DELAY?

A: (Voice mgors should read the answer specifically dealing with Voice Performance
doubk-deggree students bdow.) Thisis a had question to answer. A typical first year
Consrvatory schedule goes something like this:

Private Study 4 hours
Musdc Theory 3 hours
Musc History 101 4 hours
Seconday Piano 2 hours

Ensmble 1 hour
Aura Skills 1 hour
Total 15hours

ThisisNOT agoodschedule for double-degree students since there are no college
courses (remember the 30-hour rule!).

Togeher with your advisors you should ask thefollowing questionsto hdp determine

which Conservatory classes you mightwish to dday:

¥ How did youdoonyow Musc Theory Placement Tests and/or your Aural Skills
test?

¥ How areyour piano skills? Would it be possible to dday or place out of one
semester of piano lessonsor piano class?
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¥ Do youhave AP credit tha will counttoward some of your A& S hous?

Some advisors may encourage you notto dday any of your Conservatory classes. Make
sure that your advisors are aware tha you are pursuing the double-degree program. The
College and Conservatory have mandaed expected progress toward the A& S portion of
the Double-Degree. Double-degree students are expected to have 12 A& S hours by the
end of thefirst year and 25 by the end of the second. You will certainly wish to discuss
this expectation with your Conervatory advisor in order to make satisfactory progress
toward your degrees.

VOICE MAJORS:
Voice performance majors will register for 3 hous of Private Study for thefirst four

semesters. Thus afirst year Double-Degree Voice Mg or schedule mightlook as
follows:

Q: SHOULD | CONCENTRATE ONE SEMESTER IN THE COLLEGE AND ONE IN
THE CONSERVATORY OR KEEP THE HOURSEVEN?

A: Your best plan is to consder blending bath programs as you progress toward
gradudion. There may be some semesters in which your credit load will be heavier in
onedivison than in the other. Prindpd private study in mos Conservatory majors is
required for eight of your ten semesters so it is nearly impossible to have a semester in
which you concentrate all your creditsin the A& S division.

Q: WHAT HAPPENSIFI DROP ONE PORTION OF MY DOUBLE-DEGREE?

A: This is anothe tricky question since it dependsin part on when you make the
decison to changedegree programs. A genea guiddineis to make the changeas early
as possible since tha gives you the most flexibility in charting a new course. Your first
step should beto make an appointment with the appropriate Dean in thedivisionin which
you want to continue (Ellen Sayles for the College and Marci Alegant for the
Conservatory). These advisors will review your progress in the divison to make sure
tha you can still complete onedegreein four years.
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Q: WHAT ABOUT FINAN CIAL AID?

A: If youare officialy enrolled in the Double-Degree program and receive finandal aid,
you are entitled to ten (10) semesters of aid (providing you qudify for al semesters). If
you changeto a single degree program you will only beeligible for eight (8) semesters of
finanda aid (agan assuming you qudify for al eight semesters).
