The Inventories of American Painting and Sculpture were created by the National Museum of American Art to assist researchers in locating American paintings and sculptures.  The database for the Inventories contains over 335,000 records from two ongoing projects.  The Inventory of American Paintings Executed before 1914 is a national census, begun in the early 1970’s, of paintings created by American artists working prior to 1914.  The Inventory of American Sculpture began collecting data in 1985 and identifies 32,000 indoor and outdoor works created by artists born or active in the United States up through the twentieth century.  Records are compiled from a variety of published and unpublished sources, including catalogues, collection checklists, reports from collectors, journals and magazines, and preservation inventories. Over the years, numerous service and volunteer organizations, like the National Society of Colonial Dames, the American Association of University Women, and the National Retired Teachers Association, have undertaken local surveys and reported works to the Inventory.  Currently the inventory’s study files are being digitized for online viewing. If there is an image in the study files, the record will include a field that says "Illustrated: image on file." To see these images, either visit the Inventories office in Washington or request to be mailed a photocopy.  (They can provide up to 20 photocopied images via the mail).  Use this database for obscure American artists or to locate works of art.

AskART attempts to provide many kinds of information about American artists, including names, birth and death dates, state or local affiliation, fields in which artist worked, book and periodical references to the artist, dealers and museums where works may be viewed, auction prices of works, some biographical details, and sample images.  A unique feature of the site is tracking when and where artists are mentioned within the text of books as well as noting if images are reproduced.  This unique indexing is not available elsewhere and invaluable when researching less known artists.  


The database began construction in 1983 and contains nearly 52,000 American artists.  There are also supplementary sources such as descriptions of major styles, a glossary of art terms, directory of dealers, appraisers, auction houses and museums, and art marketplace news and analysis.  Searching is possible via name or by browsing an alphabetically arranged artist index. or by selective categories (e.g., California Artists, Hudson River School, Popular Sculptors, etc.). Artist entries include a biography, information about museums that display their work, a bibliography of books and periodicals about the artist and sometimes color images. Although AskART does offer fee-based services through optional registered membership, much useful information is available for free.

ARTbibliographies MODERN (ABM) indexes and abstracts articles dealing with 20th century art in about 300 US and foreign periodicals, more than half of which are in English.  US and foreign books, artists’ books, exhibition catalogs, festschriften and theses are also included in an attempt to cover all relevant material published since 1972.  (Theses are culled from Dissertation Abstracts International.)  A particular emphasis is placed upon adding new and lesser-known artists and on the coverage of foreign-language literature.  ABM is one of the few sources that lists individual artists participating in group shows.   ABM also includes exhibition catalogs from nearly 400 museums and galleries in Europe and North America indexing around 800 exhibition catalogs annually.   The subjects of art and design are emphasized; architecture and 19th century art are covered until 1988.  Photography is included from its invention in 1839 to the present.

· Radio (1922-1956), comprising advertisements for radios, radio parts, and radio programs as well as a small number of miscellaneous electronic products (hearing aids and telephones); 

· Television (1939-1957), featuring television sets and promoting individual television programs; 

· Transportation (1938-1957), dealing with many modes of mass transportation available during the first half of the twentieth century (airlines, rental cars, buses, trains and ships); 

· Beauty and Hygiene (1911-1956), including advertisements for products (such as cosmetics, feminine hygiene products, soaps, and shaving supplies) used for personal hygiene and enhancing one's attractiveness; 

· World War II (1942-1945), consisting of ads sponsored by the U.S. Government or ads paid for by businesses in support of Government-sponsored campaigns, such as V-mail, or bond drives. 


The collection provides a coherent view of a number of major campaigns and companies through images preserved in the J. Walter Thompson Company Competitive Advertisements Collection of the John W. Hartman Center for Sales, Advertising, and Marketing History, and reflects major developments in American society, culture, business, and technology.

American Memory provides free access to written and spoken words, sound recordings, still and moving images, prints, maps, and sheet music that document American history and creativity. These materials, from the collections of the Library of Congress and other institutions, chronicle historical events, people, places, and ideas.  Comprising more than 9 million items American Memory is organized into more than 100 thematic collections based on their original format, their subject matter, or who first created, assembled, or donated them to the Library.  Original formats include manuscripts, prints, photographs, posters, maps, sound recordings, motion pictures, books, pamphlets, and sheet music. Each online collection is accompanied by a set of explanatory features designed to make the materials easy to find, use, and understand. Collections may be browsed individually, searched individually (including full-text searching for many written items), or searched across multiple collections. The Library’s expert reference staff are also available online through the “Ask a Librarian” service.  Additionally 23 digitized historical collections from a select group of libraries, museums, historical societies and archival institutions are part of the American Memory site.  Several collections are also available for OAI harvesting, notably:

· 11 book collections, (including “Dance Instruction Manuals, ca. 1490-1920;” and a selection of 253 published narratives by Americans and foreign visitors recounting their travels in the colonies and the United States and their observations and opinions about American peoples, places, and society from about 1750 to 1920) 

· Photographs including: 

· Ansel Adams's Photographs of Japanese-American Internment at Manzanar; 

· Glass negatives from the Papers of Wilbur and Orville Wright; 

· John C. H. Grabill photographs documenting American West from 1888-91;

· Panoramic Photographs, 1851-1991

· “Other Still Material” (such as Japanese woodblock prints and drawings from the seventeenth to the twentieth centuries and “American Cartoon Prints” from 1766-1876) 

· Ephemera – composed of a variety of posters, notices, advertisements, proclamations, leaflets, propaganda, manifestos, and business cards covering topics as diverse as the American Revolution, slavery, the western land rush, the American Civil War, woman suffrage, and the Industrial Revolution from the viewpoint of those who lived through those events.

Unlike most museums The National Museum of American -- a leading center for the study of American art -- has digitized much of their collection: 40,000 objects have records online and 20,000 of those have images.   Searching is possible by artist, object type and subject.
