1. Programs are due to Concert Production (Bibbins 125) 2 weeks prior to your performance date. 
2. Please go to https://new.oberlin.edu/office/concert-production/ to download the “Program Template” to prepare your recital program (instructions are included in the template file).
Please note: The official conservatory “Program Template” may not be used by students preparing/printing their own recital programs. Please bring 10 copies of your “self-produced” program to Concert Production (Bibbins 125) AND email the .doc file to ensure proper credit is granted by the Registrar. 
3. Once the Concert Production Office has received the following two items, your program will be processed for printing. Programs will be processed and printed in the order they are received.
a. A faculty-signed paper copy of your program template
b. An e-mail attachment (.doc or .docx) of your faculty approved program template sent to: ConPro@oberlin.edu
For all vocal recitals, please include the English translations if they are to be included in the program. Please title each translation with the corresponding title from the program page. On the program page, include the librettist for each song next to its title in parentheses. At the bottom of each translation, be sure to clearly credit the name of the translator and source.  


Guidelines for repertoire/recital length:

Max. repertoire length for a shared Junior Recital is 35 minutes per student.

Max. recital length for an individual Junior Recital is 75 minutes of hall time (prior to Thanksgiving).


Max. recital length for Senior, Masters, AD and PD, including intermission, is 75 minutes of hall time.
